The name,  Reverend Thomas Furlong, 

was not strange to OLL parishioners. His 

family had lived in the parish and he 

attended OLL school. At the age of eight 

he served his first mass in our church. 

People in the community were well 

aware of the outstanding job he had accomplished as pastor of 

Sacred Heart parish. Now, in 1981, he was coming back to 

serve as our pastor.  

     It was a celebration of joy when the parish joined with him 

marking his Silver Jubilee on June 2, 1985.  

     Throughout 1984 and 1985, Father Furlong advised the par-

ish about the work the Parish Council and an Ad Hoc Committee 

had done studying plans for the proposed renovation and refur-

bishing of the church. Some of the work was a matter of neces-

sity, the roof was leaking and had to be repaired along with 

other construction. Also, to conform more readily to the liturgi-

cal changes which grew out of Vatican II, there were necessary 

structural changes which had to be made inside the church. 

Education meetings were held on select occasions which were 

attended by approximately 300 parishioners.
